The 
conference will be held June 5-7, 2024, at the 
Sheraton at Crown Center in Kansas City, 
Missouri.  The conference committee has 
worked diligently for several months to plan a 
quality program and I believe this will be a great 
event.  Many thanks to co-chairs Lauren Pins, 
PE (MSPE) and Kurt Rotering, PE (KSPE), and 
Alison Connell for your leadership.  Thanks also 
to the committee members for their awesome 
service.  This has truly been a collaborative effort.

Membership has continued to grow.  It was 
reported at our March 22, 2024, Board of 
Directors meeting that we have had net growth 
of 26 dues paying members for a total of 743 
members FYTD.  However, it is concerning that 
we still had 53 on the expired list for renewal.  
The most important place to engage members, 
especially new and returning members, is at 
the local chapter.  Strength in membership is 
imperative to continue MSPE’s mission.   Thank 
you to Blake Murray, Membership Director and 
the membership committee for the work you 
have done this year. 

A key item of MSPE’s mission is to advocate, 
promote, and defend professional licensure 
laws to protect the health, safety and welfare 
of the public.  We believe that this is best done 
by assuring that engineering is performed by 
qualified licensed professionals.  MSPE also 
tracks several issues and bills that could have a 
direct effect on our profession, businesses, and 
livelihood.  I hope you all read and pay attention 
to the timely legislative updates that are sent 
to MSPE members.  These updates not only 
keep us informed about pertinent issues, but 
sometimes include a call to action for members 
to contact their legislators and voice our 
position.  Many of our members participated 
in Engineers Day at the Capitol in January.  
This annual event is a collaborative effort 
with ACEC-MO, ASCE, and APWA creates 
opportunities to personally meet with many 
of our legislators to discuss important issues.   
Thank you to our contract lobbyist Mark 
Rhoads, our executive director Travis Lowe, 
and our government relations committee led by 
Anika Careaga, PE for your continued presence 
and advocacy on our behalf in the State Capitol 
this year. 

Providing continuing education opportunities, 
career development, mentoring, and networking 
opportunities is also key to our mission.

PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE continued 
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The finish line for the 2024 Legislative Session is in 
sight as the session will formally conclude on May 
17. While there are several days ahead before the 
final gavel falls, MSPE is able to share the favor of the 
activity since January. A full update will be provided 
in the Summer 2024 issue of the Missouri Engineer, 
as well as a presentation at the MSPE Convention on 
June 7 in Kansas City.  

While a number of policy issues, including 
finalization of the state budget, remain unresolved, 
we hope our members have been able to stay tuned 
over the course of the session months, via the MSPE 
weekly legislative updates.  Before we dive deeper into 
the details, we would like to thank our volunteers on 
the Government Relations Committee, chaired by 
Anika Careaga, P.E, along with our MSPE contract 
lobbyist Mark Rhoads as the boots on the ground. It is 
a great team effort to ensure an effective government 
affairs program is working to support engineering 
licensure.  

IMPACTING LICENSURE  

As seen in recent sessions, licensure qualifications 
and reciprocity continue to be discussed under 
the dome in Jefferson City and across the nation. 
2024, however, offered less concerns for MSPE due 
to the previous action last session.  As an example, 
SB 817, aims to create a path to licensure via work 
experience if the person moves to Missouri with three 
years of experience in another state. If the previous 
state did not require a license but Missouri does 
for the “similar work”, the bill stipulates Missouri 
would grant them a license. In 2023, MSPE spent 
considerable time working with the bill sponsor 
and committee members to discuss how this could 
impact licensed professional engineers. A substitute 
version was adopted that is reflected in today’s SB 

817 and House companion bills. While SB 817 has 
seen movement in the Senate, it remains to be seen 
where the bill ends. MSPE is neutral on the current 
versions.  

Another bill of concern to the technical professions 
is legislation proposing interior design registration. 
Specifically, the bills change the law to modify the 
licensing of registered interior designers by defining 
the practice of registered interior design along with 
establishing a personal seal for registered interior 
designers. Both bills (SB 1325 and HB 2158) have 
seen hearings, opposed by AIA Missouri, MSPE and 
an array of industry associations.  

Other licensure bills proposed changes. HB 1800 
relates to fingerprinting licensure applicants. 
The newest version of HB 1800 includes “may” 
provisions for the several proposed licensure boards 
outlined in the bill. HB 1800 does not include the 
professional registration board overseeing landscape 
architects, architects, engineers, and land surveyors 
in Chapter 327. 

HB 2699, related to the suspension of professional 
licenses. Currently, if someone who is professionally 
licensed by the Division of Professional Registration 
and is delinquent on their taxes, they may have their 
license suspended. The bill repeals that provision. 
The sponsor stated that the way the Department 
of Revenue contacts people who are delinquent 
on their taxes is antiquated and some may not be 
aware they are delinquent on their taxes before their 
licenses are suspended.  

INDUSTRY BILLS  

In addition to licensure bills, MSPE is tracking 
dozens of bills that are of interest to the engineering

industry. Most bills pertain directly to engineering or 
the future of engineering while other bills are more 
discipline specific. 

MSPE supports bills proposing to increase STEM 
access in schools. Additionally, MSPE supports 
legislation to increase benefits for local companies 
hiring engineers.  

There is no shortage of bills pertaining to 
transportation, including but not limited to motor 
fuels tax, approval of transportation spending, 
accountability and additional funds for highway 
improvement.  

Similarly, a host of water, environment and utilities 
bills have seen hearings and floor action. These bills 
are tracked by MSPE while weighing in on some 
along the way.  

Bills of this nature that passed will be noted in the 
final session recap.   

MSPE MEMBER ENGAGEMENT  

As the session draws to a close, MSPE thanks all of 
our members for their attention during the session. 
This includes taking the time to read the weekly 
updates and participation in our capitol day event 
hosted by MSPE and several engineer associations.  

Once again, we would like to offer additional 
appreciation for our volunteers on the MSPE 
Government Relations Committee. This committee, 
comprised of a wide variety of members representing 
many disciplines from across the state, meets 

regularly from December through May to provide input 
to Mark Rhoads and MSPE staff.

LOCAL CHAPTERS CELEBRATE
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In a year when election news for national and state politics is 
on the forefront, MSPE members also look toward the race of 
their own, Breck Washam, for vice president of the National 
Society of Professional Engineers. 

Breck Washam, P.E., F.NSPE served as president of the 
Missouri Society of Professional Engineers from 2015-2016 
and remains highly involved with the MSPE, NSPE and the St. 
Louis Chapter.  

Earlier this year, Washam submitted his interest to serve as vice president of NSPE, along 
with an endorsement by MSPE. Washam’s candidacy is approved, resulting in a two-person 
face for the position. The election will take place during the NSPE House of Delegate’s 
virtual General Assembly on June 27. The House of Delegates is one of two governing 
bodies of NSPE, in which each state/territorial society holds a seat. Voting, however, is 
weighted based on the state’s respective number of NSPE members. MSPE is one of the 
bigger states with two votes.  

Washam’s membership dates back to 1991. Since that time, Mr. Washam has held 
numerous local chapter and state positions, including serving as president of the St. Louis 
Chapter from 2005-2006. In addition to roles with the chapter and state level, Washam 
was elected as North Central Region director with a seat on the NSPE Board of Directors, 
in 2020. When his term ended in 2022, Washam was later named chair of the NSPE 
Membership Committee.   

In his professional career, Washam serves as senior vice president and general manager of 
the Midwest Region for Burns & McDonnell. He joined Burns & McDonnell in 1990 as a 
mechanical engineer and has held positions of increasing responsibility throughout his 
33-year tenure.  

MSPE President Kelsie Clark lauded Washam’s leadership as MSPE endorsed his candidacy. 
“Mr. Washam’s continued leadership of the NSPE membership committee provides him 
with a keen knowledge of the federation membership complexities and understanding 
from state partners on ways to enhance our membership community,” Clark noted. “We are 
honored to support Breck Washam, P.E., F.NSPE for the position of NSPE Vice President.”

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Thorpe Gordon STEM Academy in Jefferson City Leverages MSPE 
Educational Foundation Grant

In 2022, Jefferson City Chapter received a Chapter Grant from the MSPE 
Educational Foundation. Part of this grant was used to support area 
schools through small awards ($500) to “promote interest and activity in 
engineering-related felds.”

Thorpe Gordon Elementary School in Jefferson City, which was 
transitioning in Fall 2023 to a STEM-focused elementary school (the only 
STEM-focused school in our region), applied for and received a $500 
award to purchase “interactive morning bins to increase understanding 
of STEM, oral communication, and promote a positive classroom 
environment”. These bins would 
contain various kinds of objects and 
manipulatives --- physical items that 
could be used, put together, stacked, etc. 

to address a given challenge or simply to “play”. The application indicated 
that students would “have the opportunity to create something together 
with their morning bins” while increasing students’ success by teaching 
skills of perseverance and positive communication. The idea seemed 
reasonable, likely to stimulate engineering creativity, and the chapter was 
happy to support it.

In January 2023, Dr. Delora Scaggs (Principal) and Ms. Erin LaFlamme 
(STEM Instructional Coach) gave a presentation at the Jefferson City 

Chapter monthly meeting. At this 
meeting, they brought some of the bins 
and challenged those in attendance to work to build the tallest tower 
possible using only items from a single bin. Engineers always, attendees 
started designing in their heads and working to use limited resources to 
greatest advantage, building the towers as tall as possible while ensuring 
they were steady enough to not fall. You can imagine watching a room of 
adults having fun like kids! It was not hard to imagine elementary school 
students having the same fun. Imagine how great it would be to do that 
every morning...

The presentation included details of the transition --- or more 
accurately, the transformation --- Thorpe Gordon underwent

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during Summer 2023. The entire school wasgutted/renovated, and 
teachers received training to deliver what was to them an entirely 
new and unfamiliar curriculum. The presentation also mentioned 
the discussion at community forums regarding Thorpe Gordon being 
chosen as the new (and only) STEM-focused school in the district. 
Thorpe Gordon is not in the most affuent neighborhood, and the 
students within the pre-existing school boundaries would have frst 
right of refusal to attend the new academy; all other students within 
the school district would to have to apply and be selected by lottery. 
“Why was Thorpe Gordon chosen?” “Would thiswork for students 
within the school boundaries?” “I don’t want to send my child to 
Thorpe Gordon.”

It had only been fve months since the transition to Thorpe Gordon STEM Academy, but Dr. 
Scaggs and Ms. LaFlamme reported the overwhelming success of the transition. In particular, 

beyond promoting understanding of STEM, oral communication, and 
perseverance, the morning bins have decreased truancy. Students are 
excited to come toschool early so they can have time with the bins! 
Students -- scholars -- are excited about learning!

To be clear, the success experienced at Thorpe Gordon is to due to 
many factors. The teachers, the STEM coaches, the leadership, the 
transition to school uniforms all have had an impact in transforming 
the lives of these young scholars. Yet, the $500 provided by MSPE-
EF through Jefferson City Chapter provided value well beyond the 
monetary outlay.

Jefferson City Chapter reapplied for an MSPE-EF Chapter Grant in 
2023, which was unded to continue the scholarship and STEM small grants programs initiated the 
year before. These funds were bolstered by a generous donation from Bartlett & West to support 
these programs. Thorpe Gordon STEM Academy again applied for a $500 small grant to support 
acquisition of materials for Project Lead The Way (PLTW) Launch, furthering the hands-on 
experiences and learning already underway for their scholars. In view of what was accomplished 
with the frst $500 award, Jefferson City Chapter has just awarded Thorpe Gordon STEM Academy 
$1500 to promote continuation of this amazing work. We can’t wait to see what the future holds.
